Settlements in Ancient Greece

In its general atructure the anclent Greek setllement was
lulfilling defensiva, residontial, socio-political and
aconamic néeds. The walls. the sacred edifices. the agora
with 2 public buildings and open spaces wore the
architectural expréassion of communal functions, while the
dwellings represented the anonymous bullding volume
within the organic wholo of the setilemant.

This article atiempts a brief analysis of the general form of
the town plan and of the private dwelling as they relate to
the sociely and the individuals whe created them. It
concentrales on those special ¢lements which render a
farm unigue and which, in fact, constitule the character of
aach specilic social and cultural community, differential-
ing it from others that may exist within the same
geographic and chronological framework,

The general picture

The ideal size of the anciont Greek commur ity, according
1o vanous ancienl authontios, was considered (0 be
between five and len thousand Inhabltants within an area
ol nol mora than 180 hectares. The criterion for
determining whether a group of buildings constitufed a
soltlemant was the presence of governmant buildings, a
gymnasium, a theatre, an agora elc The settlemenis ware,
In the main, communities ol seamen or farmers, with a
sall-sufficient gconomy, n Ccommon currency, common
raligion and an autonomous governfmant (the City State),
Their struclure encourdged an intanse social life,
promoting the Individual citizen bui al the same time
placing him under the direct control of the social whole. A
counlei 16 this was Thé meed, equally intense, Tor privacy.

This thesis and antithesis, so to speak, of social symbiosais
was clearly mirrarad in the town plan, with the agora on
gne hand, where the urban dwelier developed his social
consciousnoss, and the introvert character of tha private
housa on the other, whare he could enjoy in peace hisown
personal life,

The plan of the settlement

Anciant Groek sattiements are usually described as
lollowing ona of Iwo basic town-planning patierns, tha
regular or tha irregular. Hippodamus of Mielus is
commanly considared to be lhe lather of tha lormer, yal
though he wundoubtedly applied it in a more rational
manner in such lowns as Piraaus. Rhodes slc. this general
view is lor too absolute and achematic. The rogular town
plan is in fact much older, both within Greece and in other
paris of the world. In Greece the forms of settiements musi
not ba sean as falling wnder tho two independant
calegories of “regular” and “rrregular” but rather as
belonging te an interdependent, paraliel morphological
duvalopment which was presant throughout Greek history,
with Ihe emphasis shifting from one form to the other.

The inherent characteristic in the
plan of all these ssitlements is the simultaneous presence
of bath planning principles - the “regular” as well as the
“frea” composition of volumes and spaces. This indicates
that In the Greek realm town planning does nol obey
rationalised geomatric patterns. butl rather tha inheram
logic of human nesds and those particular characteristics
which, along with tha ever-prosent factors of climate,
building materials and technical know-how, compose the
“ideogram” of a certan community. Two random
exnmples, ons of a “regular” and the olher of an
“irregular” town plan, in this casa Priens and Delos (fig. 5.
clearly show this formal coexistence and dialogue. In the
case of Delos, whoro the plan isirregulor, the dwellings are
massed In clusters similar 1o thode ol the so-called
Hippodamic cities (Buch as Priene), but the traging of the
streels is moreé Nexible, adapied 1o the contours of the
ground or the will of the owners.

The form of the private house

Our knowledge concerning the ancient Greek house |8
wary unequal. remains from the geomelric and archaic
periods are oo few and fragmented for us to draw positive
conclusions. On the whole they consist of simple pne or
twio-room structures (lig. 12) which, though reminiscent of
Mycenean or Homaric "magara”, are of course lacking in
the monumentalily and sophisticated composition of
spaces of Lhe latter (lig. 13). Thelr two spaces reveal a
cartain higrarchical relationship - main room and hall - an
alement which sllows us to relate tham o the Vilruvian
terms "“prostas’ (porch) and “'pastas” (portico). Porch”
type houses exist mainly in Priene {lig. 5), in Athens (fig, 15)
ete., whila examplés of the “portice”™ lyps house can bo
found in archaic Aegina (fig. 14} or in classical Otynthus
ifig. 25). Nonetheless this classification of the ancieni
house in lwo lypes cannol be considered general and
absolute, lor in examples lrom tha classical period in
Athens (lig. 18) or the Hellenistic pariod in Delos (lig. 19)

Tha distinclive element presant Throughout The evolution
of the ancienl house is the atrium, with the rooms
developing arcund this cantral open space (fig. 20). As a
requil the indlvidual rooms ol the house face nward,
isolating it from ils extornal anvironment. This layoul
reflects the internal siructure of the Greak family and
aspecially the role and soecial pasition of the woman, who
seldom wentl out; it is also an expression of the man's
desire to onjoy undisturbed his own private life. A typical
example of this house plan would be the Olynthian house
of the “many colours” (igs. 21, 22, 23, and 24), which may
be considerad typical of the classical perind; its excellant
axcavations publication allows us (o form a clear picture of
Its crganisation. s overall shape was that of a square:
externally I presenied the appearance of a cube. with
blank walls snd no openings. Tha singlé opening
connacling it 1o the street was the entrance in the easi wall,
which revesied nothing of the intarior layoul, Thus the
emphasis shifted trom external simplicity to the interior,
where spaces and lunctions develogad with remarkable
ireedom and llexibility.

The various spaces (fig. 30A)
wera organised into zonasfor funclions of the day and the
nlght, with a corresponding ariantation (fig. 308): and into
quarters for the women and separate quarters for the man
(fig. 301)

Conclusions

The settlemants and houses of anclent Greece are Iwo
interralated sole, characteriged by freedom and lexibility
ol design. As organic compositions of spaces,and as direct
reaulls of the functions they are reguired to tuifill, they do
nat ebey abstract or preconceived patterns but rather they
express local conditions and the idiosyncrasies of thair
crealors. Their form Is characterised by the synthesis of
antithetical slemants, revealed in the disciplined but
flaxible layout of the private house and in the more or less
regular or geomafric handling of the larger building
volumes.
